Eurotek’s Glade Contract was
the first choice for the new UK
headquarters of Carte Blanche,
the UK’s leading producers of
greetings cards.

The 15,000 square feet two
storey office complex, with
25,000 sq ft of adjoining ware-
housing has been built on the
new Chichester Business Park at
Tangmere, West Sussex.

Eurotek, in conjunction with local
dealer Office Concept Interiors,
installed 140 workstations for all
the open plan work spaces
including the main art and design
studio, production control depart-
ment and call centre operation.
With newly designed leg frames
and more user friendly styling to
the desk tops, neatly offset with a
distinctive silver trim, the installa-
tion shows Glade Contract in a
new light, providing Carte

Blanche with well-styled, space
conscious and practical furniture
for a busy work environment.
Whilst the focus has been on
teamwork, consideration has
also been given to individual
worker privacy with the use of
shaped, transparent acrylic
screens on each workstation. 

Since the Carte Blanche operation
relies heavily on the use of 
product samples, storage was
also used extensively throughout
the installation. Elsewhere, 
executive desks from Eurotek’s
Regis range were used in some
individual offices, whilst smaller
tables and chairs have furnished
a separate break out area. 

For an installation as diverse and
extensive as this, Eurotek were
also called upon to design and
manufacture a bespoke drawing
table for the art department, 

special racking and benches for
the product testing room, utility
room lockers and individual
pigeon holes for the central post
room. Other personalised 
touches included every chair -
also supplied by Eurotek - being
emblazoned with the company’s
distinctive logo.

Carte Blanche Project Director
Ian Wakefield, said the staff had
quickly grown accustomed to
their new work environment.
“This is the first time we have
worked with Eurotek and we
have been very impressed with
what they have created for us
here. Our business relies upon
image and we needed a co-ordi-
nated look as well as a carefully
planned use of space which has
been achieved. Overall, the look
of the new premises has provided
a huge uplift for the staff.
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
